Library News 

Itôs Been Busy! 
So far this year we have issued 12,000 loans.  

Whilst many of these loans are borrowed for our 

reading program, an increasing number of books 

are borrowed for research and VCE studies.  Our 

new VCE Collection which provides students 

access to VCE support materials is proving 

popular. 

 

During most class times there are two booked 

classes and another 15-20 private study students 

working in the Library.  At lunchtimes we have 

up to 180 students pursuing a range of activities; 

borrowing and returning books, doing 

homework, studying, using computers, reading 

books and magazines and playing card and board 

games. 

 

The Library staff has been ably supported by 25 

student Library Monitors, who assist with the 

daily running of the library.   

 

Premierôs Reading Challenge 
We are really impressed with the reading 

achievements of Brentwood students so far this 

year.  All year 7 and year 8 students and some 

year 9 and 10 students are entered in the 

Premierôs Reading Challenge this year; a total of 

650 students!  Year 7 students have a weekly 

reading class in the Library, and year 8 and 9 

students are booked fortnightly.  The Challenge 

is to read 15 books between February and 

August.  51 students have already completed the 

Challenge and 3756 books have been read to 

date.  Keep up the good work!  Parents can assist 

by encouraging their student to have a regular 

reading time at home, by signing the Reading 

Record when books are completed and keeping 

the 2
nd

 Target date of finishing 10 books by June 

15 in mind. 

 

Library Overdues 
With so many loans out itôs not surprising that 

we have some overdue books.  The two week 

loan date is stamped in the back of the book and 

students may renew their loan prior to the book 

becoming due by logging into the Library 

software.  We use the school email system to 

alert students two days before a loan is due, and 

again immediately the loan becomes overdue.  

Thereafter we send a weekly reminder until we
